5 Zoroastrian monotheistic traditions and culture first spread from castern Persia
along the Silk Road to Central Asia and as far east as China. Around 550 B.C,,
hose traditions returned to the ancient Iranian plateau and spread westward
across Mesopotamia up to the borders of Greece and south to North Africa.
